Valletta Quick Info 
Valletta is the capital of Malta. A harbour city, Valletta preserves much of its 16th century architectural 
heritage built under the Knights Hospitallers. Valletta was one of the earliest sites inscribed by UNESCO on the 
World Heritage list. Referred to colloquially as Il-Belt ("The City"), it takes its name from its founder, 
Grandmaster Jean Parisot de la Valette.

The gulet is a wooden traditional boat, a typical transportation in Malta. 
 
From the boat, one will have the chance to experience the fortifications surrounding of two of the most 
important cities on the island: Valletta and Vittoriosa. Vittoriosa was the city where the Knights of St John first 
settled before building the Capital City Valletta.

Guided tour of Vittoriosa Riviera della Marina 

Birgu (Vittoriosa) is the oldest settlements on the 
shores of the Grand Harbour in Malta. Its Maltese 
name "Birgu" is derived from "Borgo", probably 
because of its long relationship with the Fort St 
Angelo, Birgu being "il Borgo del Castello" or άƭŜ 
Bourg du Chateau." It was given the name of 
Vittoriosa after the Great Siege in 1565. Although it 
is biased to characterize the history of Birgu 
exclusively or primarily through its role in wars and 
conflicts, this is sadly still the foundation of its 
history and has left marks on it so far. 

Riviera della Marina is situated on the Marina in 
Vittoriosa. The place is unique to observe the history 
around you, the fortifications and also a very upscale 
surrounding with luxurious yachts moored there, 
among other things. This place is ideal for a coffee 
break at the water's edge.

Established in 1978, the Barracuda Restaurant is one of aŀƭǘŀΩǎ best established fine-dining restaurants. 
Overlooking Balluta Bay in St. Julians, the Barracuda Restaurant is housed in an almost stately, 18th Century 
limestone property, standing majestically on the ǿŀǘŜǊΩǎ edge. Once inside, the atmosphere is classic with a 
modern touch, and you can cosy-up indoors by a log fire in Winter, or sit outside on the terrace on warm 
Maltese Summer evenings.

Their catchphrase, Ψ½Ŝǎǘ...where East meets ²ŜǎǘΩΣ 
describes the idea adeptly. Both the novel menu and the contemporary decor are a successful blend of eastern 
and western influences. The result is a hip place that exudes relaxed elegance. 
 
The restaurant is located right in the middle of St. WǳƭƛŀƴΩǎ and within walking distance from most of the 5 and 4 
star, therefore there is no need for any return transfers. We recommend a 3-course East meets West fusion 
dinner. The restaurant is ideal for the young and energetic groups who want something hip and trendy and are 
looking for a good night out afterwards.

Gozo Quick Info 
Gozo provides a tranquil haven for a tempo and scene change. The charm of Gozo is apparent the moment you 
arrive there. Greener, more rural and smaller than Malta, life on Gozo moves at a leisurely pace. The rhythms 
dictated by the seasons, fishing and agriculture. In winter and spring, the Island is covered with flowering 
herbs and lush crops. In summer, ƛǘΩǎ a wash with oleander, bougainvillea and geranium.

Mdina Quick Info 
Perched upon one of aŀƭǘŀΩǎ highest promontories, it commands a superb view of Malta and never fails to 
inspire and amaze (no wonder every artist who has visited seems to have included it in their own painting 
portfolio!). Within aŘƛƴŀΩǎ walls is a mix of medieval and Baroque architecture that has been virtually 
untouched by modern development. Just strolling around its narrow and winding cobbled streets, passing by 
hidden noble houses and private chapels, and to suddenly find yourself in the expansive square of St. tŀǳƭΩǎ 
Cathedral is an experience not to be missed. aŀƭǘŀΩǎ old capital has been nicknamed the ά{ƛƭŜƴǘ /ƛǘȅέ as it is 
car-free and just naturally prompts you to talk in a church-like whisper. 
 
Upon arrival in Mdina, on option,  the guests will be greeted by 2 torch-bearers who together with the guide 
will accompany them on a mini tour of the ά{ƛƭŜƴǘ /ƛǘȅέ by night. The tour will finish with a spectacular view at 
the Mdina bastions overlooking the whole island of Malta. On the bastions, the guests will be surprised with a 
glass of prosecco and a selection of canapés while they are enjoying the view.

The Magisterial Palace at Mdina represents one of the most important and unique Baroque buildings in Malta. 
It is also known as Palazzo Vilhena, called after Grand Master Antonio Manoel de Vilhena (1722-1736), who 
commissioned its building as part of an extensive restoration programmed intended to inject new life into the 
time ravaged town of Mdina.
